03-Sept-1965 Carlos Irwin Estévez
known professionally as Charlie Sheen, is
an American actor. His character roles in
films have included Chris Taylor in the
1986 Vietnam War drama Platoon, and
Bud Fox in 1987 film Wall Street. On tele-
vision, Sheen is known for his roles on
two sitcoms: as Charlie Crawford on Spin
City, and as Charlie Harper on Two and a
Half Men.

04-Sept-1981 Beyoncé Giselle Knowles
is an American R&B and pop recording
artist, actress and fashion model. Knowles
rose to fame in the late 1990s as the lead
singer of the R&B girl group Destiny's
Child, one of the world's best-selling girl
groups of all time.

05-Sept-1846 Jasper Newton ''Jack"
Daniel was an American distiller and the
founder of Jack Daniel's Tennessee whis-
key distillery.
